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STUDY QUESTIONS

Scripture: Exodus 17:1-7

AROUND THE TABLE

Have you ever had your complaining
(even if it is silent or repressed) turned
into blaming- then that escalated into
abuse, quarreling or reviling? What
could we learn from that progression?

Read Ex. 17:1-4. How is this scene
similar and/or different from the
scenes in Ch. 16 and 15:22-27? Why
have things “escalated” for the worse?
How does the “threat of death” cover
this scene- both for Israel & Moses?

Read Ex 17:5-7 What significant points
stand out to you in regard to God’s
response here? Why is God’s presence
at the Rock so important? Why might
Israel’s question at the end be critical?

Read 1 Corinthians 10:1-6. Why does
Paul go back to this scene, and others,
from the Exodus story for Christians?
What are we to learn from them? How
does the “rock” in Ex 17 point to Jesus?

Have you ever had a complaint turn
into blaming someone- and then that
turns into a huge fight? Why? Read Ex
17:1-7. How do the complaints turn to
fighting? Who are they really fighting?
How is it solved? Read 1 Cor. 10:1-5
 Talk about how Jesus is like the rock
in the story: He resolves the issue by
taking the punishment & giving us life!
